Independent Study

Independent Study is set regularly each half term and can
be accessed on the school’s Virtual Learning Environment
on the school website. This involves a range of activities
including reading, research, and project work and
preparing presentations.

Assessment

Pupils’ Independent Study and class work are assessed
continually during the term. There are three formal
assessments in RE during the year, one each term.

Key Stage 5

All students are given the opportunity to
develop their faith in the Sixth Form through
retreats, RE lessons and conferences. A
number of students take up the OCR
Philosophy and Ethics A-level course.

Prayer and Reflection in RE.

We begin each lesson with a prayer and as far as possible we follow
the liturgical calendar, drawing the students’ attention to the seasons
of the Church’s year and Feasts and incorporating this into our
prayer.
