They tell you who is
completing the action.

PRESENT TENSE FORMATION

I listen /| am listening

The Present tense describes an action which is happening at the moment:

e.g. |am listening = jécoute

It also describes an action which happens regularly or repeatedly:

e.g. Everyday | listen to the teacher = tous les jours j’écoute_le prof.

In French there is no difference in spelling between “l listen” and “l am listening”

The same is true of all the other verbs.

e.g. |play/lam playing =jejoue
I go /1 am going = je vais
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| eat/ | am eating = je mange
| have / | am having = jai
lam/lam being = je suis

There are three groups of verbs in French
e those ending in —-ER
e those ending in —=IR
e those ending in -RE
